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Abstract

Ukrainian society is experiencing a process of rapid urbanization. In 1997 and 2002, the
UN called this path a dead end and called for other forms of social development. In cities,
there is a growing need to provide the population with clean and healthy food. Also in
Ukraine, the administrative-territorial reform is being completed. Now the united territorial
communities (OTG) must deal with all issues of the life of their population. Societies of
owners of apartment buildings (condominiums — OSMD) and OTG as self-organized
structures solve the issues of interaction with stakeholders and the harmonization of relations
between man and nature. They sign contracts with partner organizations to better meet the
needs of residents. They also set up utility companies.

For example, households, ecological and tribal settlements in Ukraine create supply
chains for agricultural products and food to urban residents. Their products are of higher
quality. Rural residents almost do not use chemicals for fertilizer and plant protection. Such
products are more useful for health and have better taste qualities. In Ukraine, there are
examples when the residents of the OSMD and OTG cooperate with each other on a long-
term basis. Urban residents make an advance payment for products and reduce the risks of
rural residents. The villagers sell their produce in the traditional way, by subscription, and by
sharing the harvest. Citizens rest and restore their health in rural areas. They are more often in
nature. Green rural tourism is popular among them. Residents of the city improve their
health. The villagers replenish the family budgets. There is an improvement in the quality of
life and improvement of urban residents. Favorable conditions for the country's population
will be multiplied, the food system will be improved, and life expectancy will be increased.
Creativity will be actively developed. Cooperation between OSBB and OTG will contribute
to the gradual reduction of dependence on agricultural imports. The country will reduce
transportation costs, advertising costs, packaging, storage and promotion of goods on the
market, as well as food prices. For example, a reduction in the price of potatoes by 1 UAH
will contribute to the overall reduction of family costs by 800 hryvnia per year. We calculated
that the average food consumption of an urban family in Ukraine will become cheaper by 40
thousand hryvnia (or 25.6%). In general, 33 thousand condominiums in Ukraine will reduce
the cost of food by 396 billion hryvnia per year. The income of rural residents will increase
by 180 billion hryvnia. Based on the above, cooperation between rural and urban residents
improves communication and the socio-economic condition of the population, strengthens the
food and economic security of Ukraine.
