THE INFLUENCE OF POLYELEMENT POLLUTION WITH Cu, Zn, Pb AND Cd ON
PHYTOTOXICITY OF DERNO-PODZOLIC SOIL

The paper investigates the influence of polymetal pollution with Cu, Zn, Pb and Cd mixture
in MAC concentration of 1, 5, 10 and 15 of each one on the phytotoxicity of derno-podzolic
soil for individual botanic families. It also determines the descending tolerance series of the
botanical families studied for polyelement soil pollution with heavy metals: Poaceae >
Brassicaceae > Fabaceae > Apiaceae > Amaranthaceae. It is most expedient to use plants of
spring barley, garden pea, red beet, dill and radish as a test object for the phytoindication of
polymetal derno-podzolic soil pollution.
